• Current PBL Focus – Wearing School Hats  
• We have 2 areas in the school designated for students to play if they don’t have 

As students are required to have 
a school hat daily (especially for outside PE and Sport), our best hope is that 
students learn to take responsibility for having their hat so that they have full 
access to outside play areas in the sun.
